15. Penalty: If the Contractor fails to complete the works and clear the site on or before the
Contract or extended date(s) / period(s) of completion, he shall, without prejudice to any other
right or remedy of Municipal Corporation on account of such breach, pay as agreed
compensation, amount calculated as stipulated below (or such smaller amount as may be fixed
by the Engineer) on the contract value of the whole work or on the contract value of the time
or group of items of work for which separate period of completion are given in the contract
and of which completion is delayed for every week that the whole of the work of item or group
of items of work concerned remains uncompleted, even though the contract as a whole be
completed by the contract or the extended date of completion. For this purpose the term
‘Contract Value’ shall be the value of the work at Contract Rates as ordered including the value

of all deviations ordered:

a) Completion period for projects (originally stipulated or as extended) not exceeding 6

months: to the extent of maximum 1 percent per week.

b) Completion period for projects (originally stipulated or as extended) exceeding 6

months and not exceeding 2 years: to the extent of maximum % percent per week.

c) Completion period for projects (originally stipulated or as extended) exceeding 2 years:

to the extent of maximum % percent per week.

When the delay is not a full week or in multiple of a week but involves a fraction of a week the
compensation payable for that fraction shall be proportional to the number of days involved. Provided

always that the total amount of compensation for delay to be  paid this condition shall not exceed




the under noted percentage of the Contract Value of the item or group of items of work for which a

separate period of completion is given.

Postponement of the payment of the full security deposit or the execution of the contract will
not be permitted by the reason of the Brihanmumbai Municipal Corporation having in
possession, other deposits on account of other’s or contracts, which deposits may be or
become returnable to the quotationers and which they may wish to transfer as a security
deposit under this contract. Such transfer will not under any circumstances be permitted.

The contractor shall not be liable for any liquidated damages for delay or for failure to perform
the contract for reasons of force majeure such as acts of God, acts of the public enemy, acts of
Government firms floods, epidemics, guaranteeing restriction, strike, freight embargoes and
provided that the contractor shall inform within 10 days from the beginning of such delay,
notify the purchaser in writing of the case of delay.

PREAMBLE

Under Mumbai-IlIA Water Supply Project, the Water Treatment Plant of capacity 455MLD is
installed at Panjrapur. This plant is taken over by H. E. department w. e. f. 29.06.2009 and the
maintenance activities carried out by H. E. department from 28.06.2010. The Chlorine plant M-IIIA is

commissioned in the year 2013 by WSP department.

The various sections under Chlorination Plant Mumbai IlI-A include drum room having storing
capacity of 76 nos. liquid chlorine tonners. There are six chlorination dosing batteries. Among these
batteries, four batteries are having dosing capacity up to 30 Kg/hr with 4 tonners connected and two
batteries having dosing capacity up to 60 Kg/hr with 8 tonners connected for chlorine gas dosing.

The complete chlorination system at Chlorine Plant M-IIIA is designed with safety at a
premium, utilising the vacuum principle. This plant works on the gas withdrawl process. Withdrawl of
chlorine gas is from the chlorine tonners. Chlorine gas passes through chlorine gas manifold at a
pressure of about 2 to 4 kg/cm”2. The vacuum regulator converts the pressure into vacuum condition
and chlorine gas flows under vacuum after this stage, hence chances of reliquification is eliminated.
After vacuum regulator, the gas enters into the chlorinator. The chlorinator flow is adjusted with the
help of rate valve, from the front cabinet. The gas flow meter provides a visual indication of the gas
flow rate. The gas then passes to the differential pressure regulator. The differential pressure regulator
is used to maintain a constant pressure differential across the valve despite in vacuum down-stream.
This ensures a stable feed rate, irrespective of any variations in the motive water conditions. The
required vacuum is created by utilizing an ejector system. These ejector system is provided to give
chlorine dosing to various stages i.e. raw water, settled water, filter water and chlorine contact tank
(CCT). For raw water and settle water ejectors, separate room is provided near settling tank plant. For
CCT dosing, the ejector room is provided near chlorine contact tank and for filter water dosing, ejectors
are provided at the outlet of filter plant. The ejector is the heart of vacuum type systems. The ejector
has two important functions, to generate the required operating vacuum and to impart efficient mixing
for generation of chlorine solution. The ejectors are designed to produce 25” to 28" of mercury (Hg)
vacuum when no gas is being fed. The ejector vacuum is transmitted through the system components
and opens the inlet valve in the back of the vacuum regulator where it is maintained at 20” of water
column. Also ejectors are designed to mix gas with the ejector supply water generating a concentrated
solution injected at the point of application. These equipments such as header line ball valve, pressure

reducing valve (PRV), Remote vacuum regulator (RVR), Gas filter, chlorinators, differential pressure




regulator (DPR), ejector assemblies etc. are incorporated with nut, bolts and washers. Due to corrosive
and hazardous nature of chlorine gas, these nut, bolts and washers are observed corroded and rusted.
Also due to periodic overhauling and maintenance of these equipments, the wear and tear is observed
among nut-bolts. Nut and bolts are critical components in Chlorine Plant M-IIIA, Panjrapur. They play a
vital role in ensuring the structural integrity and safety of assemblies. Thus this department must have
the stock of SS nut bolt for the successful supply of chlorine gas. Also by adhering to the specifications
outlined herewith, this department aim to ensure that all fasteners meet the required standards and
contribute to the overall safety and reliability of the assemblies in which they are used.
